drawing faces

*Your hairline is not the top of your
head. The hairline is where your hair
R — starts sprouting -- further down on
‘ s your "forehead."

* Eyebrows arch across the whole eye and
usually go from wide to thin.

* Eyes are 1/2 way
down the face.

*To space the
eyes, imagine that
5 eyes can fit
across the width of
the face.

* Ears stretch from
the "eye" line to the
"nose" line.

* Bottom of the nose is
1/2 way between the

"eye" line and chin.
*The mouth is 1/2 way

between the "nose"
line and chin.

*The nose width (on
average) is as wide as the
inside corners of the eye.

* Corners of the mouth line up with the centers
* The neck is thicker than you think! Start of the eyes.
